Frequently Asked Questions
1. Do I have to be a Christian to play on this team?

No.  The Fellowship of Christian Athletes does not limit or restrict participation on this team to Christians only.  In fact, we would welcome players of other faiths to join the team if they are home-schooled or attending a high school that does not have a lacrosse team.  Players should recognize that Christ is pre-eminent in the lives of our staff, coaches, and many of our players.  We promote an understanding of personal salvation and redemption, the reading of God's Holy Scriptures, obedience to the Word of God, and prayer.
2. Is this team affiliated with a particular church or school?

No.  The Fellowship of Christian Athlete's Girls HS Lacrosse team is inter-denominational and not affiliated with a particular church, denomination, or school.
3. What is required to be a player on the team?  Are there try-outs?

The requirements for players are fairly simple:
 
 - A parent's permission
 - A high school student in the 10th, 11th, or 12th grade
 - A student in an educational situation that does not sponsor a lacrosse program (e.g., a home schooled, private school, distance learning, or similar)
 - Physical condition to compete at a varsity level
 - Player-supplied equipment (see Equipment list in the menu bar at left)
 - A commitment from the player to make lacrosse a non-academic priority
 - A commitment from a parent to participate in a service role

Try-outs are not held.  Prospective players should contact the coach and attend a practice session with the team.
4. What are the costs involved with playing?

Annual player fees are $300 per season.  Some additional fees for tournaments or extra-curricular events during the spring lacrosse season may arise, but these will be optional and discussed by the coach with each opportunity (we strive to minimize any additional costs).  The Fellowship of Christian Athletes attempts to provide an affordable opportunity for players from all economic situations an opportunity to play the sport of lacrosse.  Players are provided fundraising fund raising prior to the beginning of the season as a means to reduce their annual player fee.  Special financial needs can also be accommodated

Players are expected to cover the cost of their personal lacrosse equipment.  For a list of this equipment, please see the Equipment link on the site menu.
5. What time commitment is required from a player?

The time commitment includes practices and games.  Practices will start in mid-February and run through the lacrosse season, ending in late May.  Practices are held in the early evening after normal school hours and run until dark.  Practices will be held 4 weekdays per week.  Weekdays off will be determined at the discretion of the coach.

Approximately 16 games will be schedule during a season.  Games will usually be held on Friday in the late afternoon or early evening.  Away games may require additional driving time, depending on the team schedule.

6. Does the team belong to a league?

League participation for the 2011 is being explored.

7.  Does the team play in tournaments?

Yes.  The team will play in selected tournaments during the year.  Tournaments are selected based on player availability and interest.  Tournaments outside the normal spring season will incur additional costs for players.

8.  Does the team play in seasons other than Spring?

Yes.  Although players registered for the Spring season are only comitted to play during the Spring, many players wish to improve or maintain their skills throughout the year.  Opportunities for players to play fall tournaments and winter indoor lacrosse are provided at the Coach's discretion and level of player interest.
